We also have a number of public housing 
communities, scores of congregations, many small businesses, civic groups, and most of all, hundreds of 
dedicated residents who are committed to improving the lives of children, youth, and families.

In addition to working closely with so many of the community-based organizations and individuals listed 
within this Directory, we have a solid and expanding relationship with the staff and leadership of the 
Child and Family Services Agency (CFSA). Our family support workers and social work staff work closely 
with CFSA’s staff in an integrated service delivery system.
